The Romans’ major wine port, Vienne was
of great strategic importance, and some of
the finest Classical antiquities that remain
there are a testament to its past glory. See the
striking Corinthian columns of the pristinely
preserved Temple of Augustus and Livia,
built around 10 B.C. in honor of Rome’s
greatest emperor, and the beautifully restored
Roman amphitheater at the foot of Mont Pipet.
The town’s most notable medieval landmark,
constructed between the 12 and 16®
centuries and dedicated to Saint Maurice,
is the Romanesque-Gothic Vienne Cathedral.
Conclude your walking tour with a visit to
Saint Romain-en-Gal, a vast Gallo-Roman
archaeological site and museum.
